Happy Holidays to the Village of Broadview!  I hope you all have a wonderful Holiday season and the upcoming year is good to you.  My name is Michael 
Connelly and I am the Village Prosecutor for Broadview.  During the last six months your Village President, Sherman Jones, all of the Trustees of your 
Village Board, and your Village Attorney, Phil Fornaro, have been working very hard to amend the Village Code so that it complies with the laws of the 
State of Illinois as well as bringing it into modern times.  At this time I would like to take this opportunity to inform you of some of the many changes that 
have taken place.  

The Village has amended the parking ordinance to allow for parking tickets, vehicle compliance violations, and minor ordinance violations to be part of the 
Village adjudication process at Village Hall.  Combined with the recent changes to the quasi criminal sections of the Village Code, we are anticipating that 
all tickets written after January 1, 2010 will be heard by our Administrative Adjudicator.  The building code violations written by the Building Department are 
already being prosecuted at the Village and heard by the adjudicator.   

Traffic violations (such as speeding, improper lane usage, etc.), misdemeanors and felonies will still be heard at the Maybrook courthouse as required by 
law.  The dates of the adjudication hearings will be decided on shortly and will be held at the Village Hall.  This process will enable the residents of 
Broadview to have certain cases heard within the Village and not necessitate going to the Maybrook courthouse which can at times be a great 
inconvenience to some. Please be aware that fines will be increasing and enforcement and collection of those fines will also be more noticeable in the 
months to come. 

Obviously, the best scenario for all residents is to avoid violating the Village ordinances.  However, by paying the fines when they are assessed, you will 
avoid further problems, inconvenience and greater expense then you will if you ignore them.  The process is fair in that a violator will have an opportunity 
for a hearing and will have ample notice as to the obligation to pay the fine or to contest the violation.  An appearance at the adjudication hearing is 
required for a parking ticket or vehicle compliance ticket unless payment is made within five days prior to the scheduled hearing date.  If payment is made, 
the violator will not need to appear at the hearing and the matter will be considered disposed of. 

It is in everybody’s best interest to address tickets received immediately and not to accumulate them.  By ignoring the contesting of, or payment of tickets 
or local ordinances, the penalties may include but are not limited to the following: late payments; suspension of licenses; judgments; garnishment; booting; 
immobilization prior to towing; impoundment; towing; and liens on residences.  Failure to pay three (3) unpaid parking tickets can result in the towing and 
impoundment of a vehicle. Accumulating ten (10) unpaid parking tickets may result in the suspension of a driver’s license. 

If you ever do receive a ticket for any violation of a Broadview Village Ordinance, please do not procrastinate and think that you can take care of the 
violation at a time you deem fit.  There are very specific timelines, which you will be made aware of if you receive a violation, in which you can contest 
tickets, ordinance violations, seizures, etc.  If one chooses to ignore these rules, they may unknowingly waive their right to contest the matter, and may 
have additional penalties assessed as outlined below.  I can not stress enough how important it is if you do receive a violation to address the situation as 
soon as possible to avoid the waiving of your right to a hearing or to have any late penalties assessed. 

Currently, the parking and vehicle compliance violations will increase from $25.00 to $30.00, which is consistent with neighboring municipalities.  If the 
tickets are not paid and not contested they can reach as high as $100.00.  Violations for parking in handicapped areas are much higher.  The increase in 
the fines will only result if the tickets are unpaid and if the violator ignores the Village’s process of appearing on a certain date which the violator will be 
made aware to contest the matter. 

As for violations of quasi criminal ordinances, violators will be required to appear for a hearing pursuant to the Administrative Adjudication Process and if 
found liable by the Administrative Adjudicator will have fines levied against them ranging from $50.00 to $750.00.  Quasi criminal offenses are similar to 
those that were previously prosecuted at the Maybrook courthouse.  Quasi criminal offenses include, but are not limited to, violations for disorderly 
conduct, littering, curfew, vandalism, retail theft, maintaining animals, and many others. 

Significant changes have also been made to the liquor license ordinance to bring permit fees to the current cost levels of neighboring communities and to 
make the ordinance more consistent with Illinois law.  Strict attention will be a priority on making sure establishments do not serve minors and that the 
business owners with liquor licenses are complying with state and local codes and are providing their employees and managers with sufficient training.  If 
you have any knowledge that the establishments which hold liquor licenses are serving alcohol to minors or violating any other ordinances, please inform 
the Village immediately so that we can address the situation as soon as possible. 

Also beginning early next year, the Village will provide individual ten minute consultations with the Village Attorney or his representative attorneys, to 
answer any legal questions residents may have.  The consultations need not be related to Village matters and will be offered as a service only to Residents 
of Broadview.  

All consultations will be free of charge and will be completely confidential.  Dates and times will be posted on the Village bulletin board in the upcoming 
future. 

Your Village President and your Village Board have been working very hard to bring the above changes into effect.  Most of the surrounding communities 
have had these procedures in effect for years with much success.  I trust the same will be true for the Village of Broadview!

Are You Connected? 
 

The Village of Broadview provides Emergency Notifications and Public Safety 
Announcements to all residents and business owners. This system has been in place for two 
years and has been used quite often during that time. The system we use is through 
Connect CTY and is paid for through the Broadview Emergency Telephone System. This 
was established to provide a means in which we can get information to our residents and 

business owners regarding emergency situations or service announcements such as water outages and 
hydrant testing.  
 
If you are not receiving the messages please contact the Broadview Fire Department at 708 343-6124 or 
visit the Village of Broadview website and click on the Connect CTY link to fill out the information page. 
This is a valuable tool and we ask that you take advantage of this opportunity and sign up now. 
 
Emergency Medical Services (EMS) Grants for 2009 
 

This year the Broadview Fire Department has been awarded two separate Grants equaling $10,562.00. 
The first Grant awarded was for $6,173.00 from the Firemen’s Fund Insurance Company.  With this 
Grant, the department purchased three automatic defibrillators which are used to “Jump Start” a person’s 
heart which may have stopped beating.  These units are carried in the Front Line Fire Engine (Engine 
216), Fire Chiefs Vehicle (211), and the Utility Vehicle (Car 222).  
 
Also with this Grant from the Firemen’s Fund Insurance Company a Continuous Positive Airway 
Pressure (CPAP) machine was purchased and put into service on the front line Advanced Life Support 
(ALS) Ambulance.  This machine is used to force the fluid out of the lungs of people with congestive 
heart failure who are having difficulty breathing, thus helping them breathe easier. 
 
The second Grant we received was the EMS Assistance Grant from the Illinois Department of Public 
Health (IDPH) in the amount of $4,389.00.  This Grant was used to purchase a Stryker Ambulance Cot.  
This cot was placed into service on the front line Advance Life Support (ALS) Ambulance.  This cot 
answers the need for emergency transport that dramatically reduces strenuous lifting and the associated 
risk of back injury.  It also provides the patient with much needed comfort. 
 
These Grants made it possible to purchase much needed EMS Equipment that may have not been 
affordable otherwise.  Even in these tough economic times we continue to strive to provide Broadview 
Residents, Business Owners and their employees the Best Fire and EMS Services Possible. These 
Grants were researched and secured by Paramedic Coordinator Tracy Scalise and we appreciate the 
hard work and dedication she has shown to the Fire Department and the residents of Broadview.

It’s not too soon to begin informing residents of Broadview that Census forms 
will be mailed to each household in March 2010. When you receive it, it’s 
important to fill it out and promptly return it by dropping it in the mailbox.  An 
accurate count of our population in Broadview forms the basis for many 
important political, economic, and social decisions that affect our daily lives.  
The information collected in the Census helps to determine how more than 
$400 billion dollars in federal funds is disbursed each year.  Our Complete 
Count Committee chaired by Trustee Gary Purvis has been meeting regularly 
to develop promotional activities that will increase Census awareness in 
Broadview.  Our Motor Fuel Tax is based directly on a head count of our 
population. The Census Bureau takes extreme measures to protect your 
identity as well as your personal information.  By law, the Census Bureau can 
not share your information with the FBI, the CIA, Welfare, Immigration or any 
other governmental agency. 
 
We have been notified by the U.S. Census Bureau that testing for Census 
jobs have already begun. Residents who are interested should call      
866-861-2010 to register.

We would also like to extend a few reminders for our residents during this time of snow and ice.  
 
x� Do not place the new trash/recycle containers into the street for normal pick-up, we will plow and salt from 

curb to curb, also after trash/recycle pick-up the containers are to be removed from the parkways.   
 
x� Overnight street parking and municipal lot parking will not be allowed when snowfall is expected to be 2” 

or more.  Please use your driveways and garages when possible, our trucks will need room for 
maneuvering.  

 
x� The street sweeper has been stored for the winter so we encourage everyone to help maintain a clean 

village by picking up trash and debris.   
 

Living in the Midwest of the country as we do is wonderful with the change of seasons.  
As the  sons change, so must our driving habits and awareness. 
 
Winter snow and ice bring an entire set of different realities to the motorist and 
pedestrian.  With particular attention to road conditions, motorists should be aware of 
these adverse conditions and practice the following basic rules of motoring: 
1.  Increase the distance between your vehicle and the one in front of you. 
2.  Have a clear windshield, rear window and side mirrors at all times. 

 3.  Stay off the cell phone as much as possible while driving. 
 4.  Make sure the windshield washer bottle is full.  Put no-freeze fluid in the washer reservoir. 
 5.  Do not leave your vehicle running and unattended, it is illegal to do so. 
 
Other important tips for winter driving are: 
x� Maintain Your Car: Check battery, tire-tread and anti freeze. 
x� Have On Hand:  Flashlight, jumper cables, shovel, snow brush, ice scraper, blankets and flares in your car.                 

For long trips add food, water, medication, and bring a cell phone. 
x� Practice Cold Weather Driving: During daylight, rehearse maneuvers slowly on the ice or snow in an empty lot.               

Steer into a skid.  Know what your brakes can do.  Don’t idle for a long time with the windows up in an enclosed space.
