 The Southeast corner of 13th Avenue & 18th Street will be blocked off   

 There will be no entry onto the corner of 17th Avenue/16th Street going eastbound. 

 The 2500 Block of 13th Avenue, 14th Avenue, 15th Avenue & 16th Avenue will be blocked. No parking in

if this causes any inconvenience. If you need access to your vehicle that is usually parked in a garage or driveway 

facing 16th Street, please remove by Friday, June 14th before 6 am. Set-up will take place during this time.
